might want for that spa vacation.
	 Estonia has more than twice as many golf 
courses as Latvia but the two most domi-
nant are Tallin Golf Club and Estonian Golf 
and Country Club. This last club is a sports 
complex located in an ancient Estonian cul-
tural setting. The area’s history can be traced 
back for more than 5000 years. As a seaside 
Baltic course, it also has  restored stone 
walls, old oak trees and numerous ponds. 
As a complete course with all the necessary 
traing and learning facilities, this course is 
also a member of the European PGA Tour 
courses and is expected to have a European 
Tour event shortly. This summer it was the 
host course for the Estonian Amateur.
	 Tallin is a marvelous city to just walk 
around. English is widely spoken and the 

people are extremely 
friendly and engaging in 
conversation. There are 
many museums, tow-
ers, gates, and plenty of 
shopping, outdoor cafes 
and beer gardens. Night 
life is plentiful. Never a 
dull moment. Cultural 
events throughout the year 
highlight the Opera, Ballet, 
theatre, and Baroque music 
and Jazz Festivals. Bars and 
nightclubs on Fridays and Saturdays stay 
open until 4:00 and 6:00 in the morning.
	 Estonia and Latvia are fast becoming golf 
destinations but when one looks at overall 
travel, Tallin and Riga offer so much at rea-
sonable prices. A little golf. A little history. 

And a great deal of culture will be at your 
feet when you land.
